2. For the purposes of paragraph (b) of subsection 1, an expense incurred or an expenditure made by a governmental
entity shall be considered an expense incurred or an expenditure made in support of a candidate if:

(a) The expense is incurred or the expenditure is made for the creation or dissemination of a pamphlet, brochure,
publication, advertisement or television programming that prominently features the activities of a current public officer of the
governmental entity who is a candidate for a state, local or federal elective office; and

(b) The pamphlet, brochure, publication, advertisement or television programming described in paragraph (a) is created or
disseminated during the period specified in subsection 3.

3. The period during which the provisions of subsection 2 apply to a particular governmental entity begins when a
current public officer of that governmental entity files a declaration of candidacy or acceptance of candidacy and ends on the
date of the general election, general city election or special election for the office for which the current puglic officer of the
governmental entity is a candidate.

4. The provisions of this section do not prohibit the creation or dissemination of, or the appearance of a candidate in or
on, as applicable, a pamphlet, brochure, publication, advertisement or television programming that:

(a) Is made available to the public on a regular basis and merely describes the functions of:

gl) The public office held by the public officer who is the candidate; or

2) The governmental entity by which the public officer who is the candidate is employed; or
(b) Is created or disseminated in the course of carrying out a duty of:

(1) The public officer who is the candidate; or

(2) The governmental entity by which the public officer who is the candidate is employed.

5. The provisions of this section do not prohibit an expense or an expenditure incurred to create or disseminate a
television program that provides a forum for discussion or debate regarding a ballot question, if persons both in support of
and in opposition to the ballot question participate in the television program.

6. As used in this section;

(a) “Governmental entity” means;

(1) The government of this State;

(2) An agency of the government of this State;

(3HA po%itical subdivision of this State; and

(4) An agency of a political subdivision of this State.

{b) “Pamphlet, brochure, publication, advertisement or television programming” includes, without limitation, a
publication, a public service announcement and any programming on a television station created to provide community
access to cable television. The term does not include:

4. The Commission shall provide written notification to the Secretary of State of the public officers who failed to file the
statements of financial disclosure required by subsection 1 or who failed to file those statements in a timely manner, The
notice must be sent within 30 days after the deadlines set forth in subsection 1 and must include:

(2) The name of each public officer who failed to file his statement of financial disclosure within the period before the
notice is sent;

(b) The name of each public officer who filed his statement of financial disclosure after the deadlines set forth in
subsection 1 but within the period before the notice is sent;

(c) For the first notice sent after the public officer filed his statement of financial disclosure, the name of each public
officer who filed his statement of financial disclosure after the deadlines set forth in subsection 1 but within the period before
the notice is sent; and

(d) For each public officer listed in paragraph (c), the date on which the statement of financial disclosure was due and the
date on which the public officer filed the statement.

(a) A candidate for nomination, election or reelection to public office shall file a statement of financial disclosure no later
than the 10th day after the last day to qualify as a candidate for the office. The statement must disclose the required
information for the full calendar year immediately preceding the date of filing and for the period between January 1 of the
year in which the election for the office will be held and the last day to qualify as a candidate for the office.

2. Except as otherwise provided in this subsection, if a candidate for public office is serving in a public office for which
he is required to file a statement pursuant to paragraph (b) of subsection 1 or subsection 1 of NRS 281A.,600, he need not file
the statement required by subsection 1 for the full calendar year for which he previously filed a statement, The provisions of
this subsection do not relieve the candidate of the requirement pursuant to paragraph (a) of subsection 1 to file a statement of
financial disclosure for the period between January 1 of the year in which the election for the office will be held and the last
day to qualify as a candidate for the office.

2. A Municipal Judge shall devote his full time to the duties of his office and must be a duly licensed member, in good
standing, of the State Bar of Nevada, except that the requirement to be a duly licensed member, in good standing, of the State
Bar of Nevada does not apply to any Municipal Judge who holds the office of Municipal Judge on January 1, 2009, as long as
he continues to serve as such in uninterrupted terms.

3. If so required by an ordinance duly enacted, candidates for the office of Municipal Judge, at the time of filing, shalt
produce evidence in satisfaction of any or all of the qualifications for office.

4. The salary of a Municipal Judge must be fixed by the City Council, must be uniform for all departments of the
Municipal Court and may be increased during the term for which a Municipal Judge is elected or appointed.

Sec. 4.030 Intermittent periods of incarceration. If a sentence of imprisonment is imposed by the Municipal Judge,
the Municipal Judge may order intermittent periods of incarceration so long as the entire sentence will be completed within 6
months from the date of sentence. The periods of incarceration may be varied from time to time with consent of the
defendant, but the total time of incarceration may not be increased.

Sec. 4.040 Disposition of fines. All fines and forfeitures for the violation of ordinances shall be paid into the Treasury
of the City in the manner to be prescribed by ordinance.

ARTICLE V - Elections

Sec. 3,010 General municipal elections.

1. On the Tuesday after the first Monday in June 1977, and at each successive interval of 4 years thereafter, there must be
elected, at a general election to be held for that purpose, 2 Mayor and two Councilmen, who shall hold office for a period of 4
years and until their successors have been elected and qualified.

2. On the Tuesday after the first Monday in June 1975, and at each successive interval of 4 years thereafter, there must be
clected, at a general election to be held for that purpose, two Councilmen, who shall hold office for a period of 4 vears and
until their successors have been elected and qualified.

3. In such a general election:

(a) A candidate for the office of City Councilman must be elected only by the registered voters of the ward that he seeks
to represent.

(g) Candidates for all other elective offices must be elected by the registered voters of the City at large.

Sec, 5.020 Primary municipal elections; declaration of candidacy.

1. The City Council shall provide by ordinance for candidates for elective office to declare their candidacy and file the
necessary documents. The seats for City Councilmen must be designated by the numbers one through four, which numbers
must correspond with the wards the candidates for City Councilmen will seek to represent. A candidate for the office of City
Councilman shall include in his declaration of candidacy the number of the ward which he seeks to represent. Each candidate
for City Council must be designated as a candidate for the City Council seat that corresponds with the ward that he seeks to

POLITICAL SIGNS

17.24.115 Political signs.

A. "Portable political sign" means any sign not permanently attached to the ground or other
permanent structure, or other political sign designed to be transported, including, but not limited
to, signs designed to be transported by means of wheels; signs on "A" or "T" frames; moveable
menu and sandwich boards signs; tethered balloons used as signs; vehicles used with the
express intent of advertising a candidate for office or an action on a ballot.

B. Portable political signs are permitted in any land use district, subject to the provisions and
limitations contained in this chapter provided a fee of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per candidate,
issue or ballot question is first remitted to the city of North Las Vegas city clerk’s office,
regardless of the number of signs placed. The purpose of the fee is to provide the city with the
name and pertinent information about the campaign manager or party responsible for repair of
damaged or hazardous signs, and to monitor and remove all unclaimed signs following the
election. Signs placed within the North Las Vegas city limits without first submitting the proper
fee shall be removed and impounded until the said fee is paid in full.

C. Portable political signs may be placed on private property only.

D. No portable political sign may be placed at any location where it may:
1. Interfere or be confused with a traffic control signal or sign; or

2. Obstruct the vision of traffic.

E. No portable political sign may be placed on any:

1. Public property or right-of-way within the city;

2. Utility pole or device; or

3. Semi-tractor trailer parked in a stationary position on private property, other than and
excluding semi-tractor trailers bearing characters, designs, figures, letters, marks, words, or
other symbols identifying the nature of the owner’s business, activity, or service and parked or
stored temporarily in the course of the owner’s activities.

F. Portable political signs that do not exceed one hundred twenty-eight (128) square feet in size
are permitted within a commercial or industrial zoning district.

G. Portable political signs placed in any residential zoning district may not exceed thirty-two (32)
square feet in size.

H. The person or persons placing or causing the placement of any portable political sign,
including the person whose candidacy the sign supports, the owner of such sign, and the owner
of the property upon which the sign is located are jointly and severally responsible for removing
the sign.

I. All portable political signs must be removed within fifteen (15) days after the election to which
they pertain. (Ord. 1730 § 1, 2003; Ord. 1203 § 3, 1996)



IRS Filing Requirement For All Candidates

In 2002, the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) made another change to their requirements
affecting candidates. Candidates may be required to file Form 1120-POL. This form is for
all candidates who have taxable income regardless of the amount raised.

FORM 1120-POL: is to be filed by March 15™ of each year after the year in which a
candidate raised $25,000 or more or received $100 or more in interest or dividend income
from contributions raised.
